1. Department overview
The Department of Chemistry at NSYSU was established in 1981. Following the success of the undergraduate program, a graduate program was initiated in 1985. Initially, only the Master’s degree in Chemistry was offered, but in 1989, the program was extended to include the Doctoral degree. Our faculty consists of 23 full-time professors and four staff members. Each year we graduate with 50 undergraduate chemistry majors. We have about 100 graduate students in our Master’s program and about 20 Ph.D. students at any given time. The demand for space to accommodate this rapid expansion resulted in the construction of a six-story chemistry building that was completed in 1990. All the teaching facilities underwent a major renovation in 2007 to modernize laboratory infrastructure and add state-of-the-art instrumentation. NSYSU is ranked 301-350th in the subject of chemistry in the recently released QS World University Rankings.
2. Job Summary
The Department of Chemistry at NSYSU invites applications for non-tenure track positions. Outstanding applicants with teaching expertise in all fields of chemistry are encouraged to apply. The position will be at the rank of Assistant Professor, but exceptional senior applicants may be considered. Requirements Candidates must have a non-native passport (or dual nation passport). These are full-time, 12-month, non-tenure track positions that have the possibility of leading to long-term multi-year contracts. The standard teaching load for these positions is nine credit hours per semester and 18 credit hours per academic year. The successful applicants will teach primarily at the undergraduate level in support of the development of the undergraduate program. Office space will be provided for the successful applicants. Salary will be commensurate with qualifications and experience.

A completed application will include a curriculum vitae (including nationality, education, working experience, and a list of publications), a brief statement of teaching interests (including General Chemistry Lab, General Chemistry, and advanced courses in the graduate program), and three letters of recommendation (including one from Ph.D. advisor).
